1s noted that many residents of the village of Veldemanova, Nikon's homeland, were
newcomers.

Absract. The article analyzes the spatial and temporal characteristics of the Holy
Land image in the XII century work — "Life and pilgrimage of Danil, the Russian
Land hegumen". The analysis is based on the text of the "Pilgrimage" in the first
wording, prepared for publication with comments and research under the general
guidance of prof. G. M. Prokhorov in 2007. This bookish monument becomes a model
for all subsequent East Slavic pilgrimages, which entered the circle of Archimandrite
Leonid (Kavelin) research interests. He was engaged in publishing and commenting
on Russian pilgrim literature of the XIV-XVIII centuries, among other things. The
author reveals the eschatological character of the Holy Land description, which was
due to the author’sliturgical worldview. The places and the Sacred History events
associated with them are perceived by hegumen Daniel through the Orthodox Worship
experience. The eschatological perspective, taken from the Byzantine liturgical
tradition, defines the reasoning behind of the narrative — from death to resurrection.
It does not coincide with the chronological or route-geographical journey logic.

OF THE ST. ANDREW SKETE ON THE HOLY MT. ATHOS
AND THE TRANSFIGURATION MONASTERY ON SOLOVKI

Absract. The article presents little-known archaeological sources. First, it is the
library and archive inventory (2017) of whilom Russian St. Andrew Skete on Mount
Athos, prepared by the author of the article and Brother Vyacheslav, who is a novice
of the Great Vatopedion monastery. Secondly, it is "Extracts from the inventory of
the Solovetsky library" (1767), published by Archbishop Ignatius (Semenov) in 1844.
Information about the history of Russian monasticism on Mount Athos, the landscape
features, the remoteness from worldly life emphasize the spiritual kinship of Solovki
and Mount Athos. The unity of the Orthodox faith in Greece and in Russia is embodied
in the monastic book depositories and archives, for the study of which Archimandrite
Leonid (Kavelin) did a lot.

Absract. 69 manuscripts with supplementary entries by Patriarch Nikon are described
in detail in the Main Inventory of the Resurrection Monastery of 1875. The
peculiarities of their presentation are revealed in comparison with the descriptions of
the Resurrection collection of the 19" century — 1.P. Sakharov, P.M. Stroev,
archimandrites Amfilokhiy (Kazan-Sergievsky) and Leonid (Kavelin), who followed
the method of cathologizing the Greek manuscripts by F.Kh. Mattei. The differences
in book descriptions are explained by the goals of the researchers. A review of
Patriarch Nikon's book investments revealed his plan to educate the Orthodox
brotherhood from the inhabitants of New Jerusalem, read in the holy fathers and
hagiography, biblical and theological literature and church legislation, capable of
comprehending the Russian Church in its unity and the stronghold of Ecumenical
Orthodoxy. Fragments of the Inventory of 1875 are published.

Absract. The letters of Protopresbyter Dimitri Petrovich Novsky (1799-1879) to
Archimandrite Leonid (Kavelin; 1822-1891), abbot of the stavropegic Resurrection,
New Jerusalem monastery, are published. Correspondence between two prominent
figures of the Russian Orthodox Church was conducted in 1873-1875, when Fr.
Leonid was engaged in the compilation of the Main Inventory of the monastery, which
included the inventory of churches, sacristy and book depositories. Protopresbyter
Dimitri, rector of the Assumption Cathedral of the Moscow Kremlin, checked this
work as a member of the Office of the Holy Synod. His letters testify to the attentive,
thoughtful attitude to the documents, which constituted a detailed register of the
monastery property.

The
remarks of the Protopresbyter, reflected in the correspondence, helped to improve the
structure of the Inventory, which to this day remains a reference model for similar
historical sources. At the same time, the correspondence contains details of the life
and ministry of Fr. Demetrius. These «little things» characterize the personality of the
Protopresbyter, who reflected the best features of the Russian Orthodox clergy of the
19th century.
